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(Almaty, 13-14 June 2014, Altyn Kargaly Hotel)

CAYEN Secretariat with the support of the WECOOP project of European Union and UNEP AP
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Youth Environmental Network of Central Asia (CAYEN) was established at the meeting of International Commission for Sustainable Development (ICSD) in September 2006. Since then, the Youth Environmental Network is an active participant of ISDC programs and projects and has one vote in the public council of ICSD. Youth Public Association "Institute for human health", Kazakhstan is the Secretariat of CAYEN.
Regional meeting of CAYEN in Almaty within the project WECOOP of European Union allowed Central Asian youth to improve their competence in the field of environmental impact assessment, climate change, energy efficiency and green economy which are priorities of the global environmental policy. 
Global economic growth over the past 50 years has been achieved due huge cost for environment and ecosystems that are natural capital which forms the basis for the creation of wealth, human welfare and security. While world GDP rise more than doubled in the period from 1981 to 2005, 60 percent of the world's ecosystems are degraded. These patterns of growth and development due to the consumption of natural capital ultimately undermine livelihoods and the poor and vulnerable segments of society become even more vulnerable.
Many crises have arisen or are accelerated in the last decade: the crises in climate, biodiversity, food, fuel and water, and more recently - the financial crisis. Green economy is increasingly viewed as an economic instrument for sustainable development.
Public participation and development of youth initiatives in Central Asia, Climate change, energy efficiency and green economy are topics of 7-th CAYEN meeting, which was held on 13-14 June 2014 in Almaty, Kazakhstan. Meeting is organized by the Secretariat of CAYEN and supported by WECOOP project, co-financed by UNEP. The meeting brought together young leaders from Central Asia to strengthen cooperation, exchange experiences and discuss topics relevant to youth environmental issues related to the green economy, climate change, energy efficiency.
Purpose of meeting: To assist and support the Central Asia Youth Environmental Networks with capacity building on climate change, energy efficiency and green economy.

Meeting: Meeting was conditionally divided into three main sections - Green economy(1), climate change and energy efficiency (2), public participation (3). Each unit is made by experts with thematic presentations. The meeting also highlighted historic aspects of environmental activities in Central Asia, including IFAS, ICWC, ICSD, CAYEN, CAREC.  Goals and objectives of the structural units of IFAS been announced at the meeting. Brief review of the outcome of the WECOOP project and its web-platform www.wecoop-project.org presented. 

Green Economy discussed topics:

Objectives and instruments of "green economy" (national policies and programs, standards, including building codes, reducing pollution, tax and tariff reform, stimulating green-technologies and innovations); the outcome of Rio +20; historical tendencies in the development of industries and consumption; partnership program "Green Bridge"; waste management, global market and green economy.

Climate Change and Energy efficiency topics:

Climate Change: Causes and Consequences; water scarcity, population growth; energy and green technologies at the global scale; development of innovative renewable energy technologies; adaptation to Climate Change (ecovillage and original forestry ecopolis; policy on Climate Change in Central Asia, an overview of the position of the Central Asian countries on climate change, the recent positive changes and positions on UN climate negotiations, the Kyoto Protocol 2013-2020. second crediting period, the legislative framework of energy-savings.

Strengthening public participation in environmental policy aspects:

Public participation in the environmental debates, public participation in international environmental actions and campaigns, public participation in the framework of the Central Asian Network on Climate Change and Central Asian water network. Public participation in the EIA process. EIA legislative framework in Central Asia. Example of Public participation in EIA through "Kok Zhailau" campaign.

At the end of thematic presentations CAYEN organizations presented their experience in the field of climate change, resource and energy efficiency, green economy.
CAYEN adopted resolution of the meeting which determines the main directions of network development for 2015-2016 years. Participants pointed tasks for CAYEN Secretariat and National Coordinators on climate change, energy efficiency and green economy. CAYEN prepared proposals to WECOOP for the further cooperation with European Union projects.

Proposals for WECOOP project, other projects of the European Union and UNEP for further cooperation 
In order to assist in strengthening regional cooperation of  European Union and Central Asia countries for protection of environment, water resources, in line with the EU-Central Asia strategy we are asking to support the following initiatives of CAYEN:


1. Joint meeting of CAYEN and ICSD Public Council to join forces on climate change, energy efficiency and "green economy" with purposes to cooperate and collaborate with existing ICSD structures 
2. Increase the capacity of youth through hosting and organizing specialized trainings, seminars and workshops, retreats camps in the field of​climate change, energy efficiency and "green economy;
